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6.9 SCHEME ANNOUNCED UNDER ATMA NIRBHAR BHARAT

A) Partial Credit Guarantee Scheme: As part of Aatmanirbhar Bharat Abhiyan, announced by the
Government, Partial Credit Guarantee Scheme (PCGS) 2.0 was launched on 20.05.2020 to
provide Portfolio Guarantee for purchase of Bonds or Commercial Papers (CPs) with a rating of AA and
below issued by NBFCs/HFCs/ MFIs by Public Sector Banks (PSBs). It was envisaged to purchase
Bonds/ CPs of Rs. 45,000 crore under PCGS 2.0 of which the maximum headroom permissible for
purchase of Bonds/ CPs rated AA/AA- was 25% of the total portfolio i.e. Rs. 11,250 crore. In addition,
the Government had separately announced the Special Liquidity Scheme for purchase of Commercial
Papers (CPs) and Non-Convertible Debentures (NCDs) issued by NBFCs/HFCs with a residual maturity
of upto 3 months, which could be extended for a further period of upto 3 months, of a total value not
exceeding Rs. 30,000 crore to be extended by the amount required as per need.

Under PCGS 2.0, PSBs have approved purchase of Bonds/ CPs rated AA/AA- issued by 28
entities and Bonds/CPs rated below AA- issued by 62 entities, amounting to Rs. 21,262 crore
overall. The average ticket size of Bonds/CPs rated below AA- is significantly lower than the average
ticket size of Bonds/CPs rated AA/AA-.Under SLS, proposals of Rs. 7,464 crore have been approved
for purchase so far.

Keeping in view the progress under the Scheme and the fact that the stipulated limit for AA/AA- rated
Bonds/CPs has been nearly reached while the appetite for lower rated Bonds/CPs is nearing saturation
considering their lower ticket size, the Government has now decided to modify PCGS 2.0 for
purchase of Bonds/CPs as under:

i.  Additional 3 months have been granted to build up the portfolio. At the end of six months, i.e. by
19.11.2020, the portfolio shall be crystallised based on actual amount disbursed, for the
Guarantee to come into effect.

ii.  Atthe portfolio level, AA and AA- investment sub-portfolio under the Scheme should not exceed
50% (instead of 25% stipulated earlier) of the total portfolio of Bonds/ CPs purchased by PSBs
under the Scheme.

It is expected that the above modification will provide greater flexibility to PSBs in purchasing
Bonds/CPs under PCGS 2.0.

Under the scheme no banks have reported any progress so far under the scheme.

B) Emergency Credit Line Guarantee Scheme: The Scheme shall be named as ‘Emergency
Credit Line Guarantee Scheme (ECLGS)'. It shall have three components, ECLGS 1.0 , ECLGS 2.0,
ECLGS 3.0 and ECLGS 4.0 (hereinafter together referred as the ‘Scheme’). ECLGS-1.0 refers to the
scheme for providing 100% Guarantee to member lending institutions in respect of eligible credit facility
extended by them to its borrowers whose total credit outstanding (fund based only) across all lending
institutions and days past due as on February 29, 2020 was upto Rs.50 crore and upto 60 days
respectively. ECLGS-2.0 refers to the scheme for providing 100% Guarantee to member lending
institutions in respect of eligible credit facility extended by them to its borrowers in the 26 sectors
identified by the Kamath Committee on Resolution Framework vide its report dated 04.09.2020 and the
Healthcare sector whose total credit outstanding (fund based only) across all lending institutions and
days past due as on February 29, 2020 was above Rs.50 crore and not exceeding Rs.500 crore and
upto 60 days respectively. ECLGS 3.0 refers to the scheme for providing 100% guarantee to member
lending institutions in respect of eligible credit facility extended by them to its borrowers in the Hospitality
(hotels, restaurants, marriage halls, canteens etc.), Travel & Tourism, Leisure & Sporting and Civil
Aviation (scheduled and non-scheduled airlines, chartered flight operators, air ambulances and airports)
sectors whose days past due are upto 60 days as on 29.02.2020. ECLGS 4.0 refers to the scheme for
providing 100% guarantee to member lending institutions in respect of eligible credit facility extended by
them to eligible hospitals/nursing homes/clinics/medical colleges / units engaged in manufacturing of
liquid oxygen, oxygen cylinders etc. for setting up of on-site oxygen producing plants. The credit product
for which guarantee would be provided under the Scheme shall be named as ‘Guaranteed Emergency
Credit Line (GECL)'.
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Purpose of Scheme

To provide 100% guarantee coverage for the GECL assistance of loan outstanding as on 29th February,
2020 to eligible borrowers, in the form of additional term loan /working capital term loan facility (under
ECLGS 1.0, 2.0 and 3.0 & 4.0) and/or non-fund based facility (under ECLGS 2.0 & 4.0) in case of banks
and Financial Institutions, and additional term loan facility (under ECLGS 1.0, 2.0,3.0 & 4.0), in case of
NBFCs, from all 2 Member Lending Institutions (MLIs) to eligible Business Enterprises / Micro, Small
and Medium Enterprise (MSME) borrowers, including interested PMMY borrowers, in view of COVID-19
crisis, as a special Scheme.

Performance of State:-
v The total eligible accounts so far reported by the banks as on 30" September,2021 is
1,18,361 A/c’s and their eligible outstanding is Rs. 1913.59 crores under the scheme.
v' The state has reported total 95,903 applications sanctioned of Rs. 1,849.06 crores under
the scheme.
v' Out of total sanction, 96.63 % disbursement has reported by the Banks as on 30" June,
2021.

Emergency Credit Line Guarantee Scheme (ECLGS) since its launch, has extended relief to over
1.15 Crore Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises (MSMES) and businesses. It has provided support to
eligible borrowers in meeting their operational liabilities and restarting their businesses in the wake of
disruptions caused by the COVID-19 pandemic.

As on 24th September 2021, loans sanctioned have crossed Rs. 2.86 lakh crore under the Scheme and
out of total guarantees issued, about 95% of the guarantees issued are for loans sanctioned to Micro,
Small and Medium Enterprises.

Government has been receiving demands from various Industry bodies and other stakeholders to extend
the scheme to ensure continued support to eligible sectors/businesses. With a view to support various
businesses impacted by the second wave of COVID 19 pandemic, it has been has decided to extend
the timeline of Emergency Credit Line Guarantee Scheme (ECLGS) till 31.03.2022 or till guarantees for
an amount of Rs 4.5 lakh crore are issued under the scheme, whichever is earlier.

Further, the last date of disbursement under the scheme has also been extended to 30.06.2022.
The following modifications have been made in the scheme to enable support to businesses impacted
by the second wave of COVID

e Existing borrowers under ECLGS 1.0 & 2.0 would be eligible for additional credit support of upto
10% of total credit outstanding as on 29.02.2020 or 31.03.2021, whichever is higher.

e Businesses who have not availed assistance under ECLGS (ECLGS 1.0 or 2.0), can avail credit
support of upto 30% of their credit outstanding as on 31.03.2021.

e Businesses in sectors specified under ECLGS 3.0, who have previously not availed ECLGS, can
avail credit support up to 40% of their credit outstanding as on 31.03.2021, to the maximum of
Rs.200 crore per borrower;

e Incremental credit can be availed within these limits by existing ECLGS borrowers whose
eligibility increased because of change in cut off date to 31.03.2021 from 29.02.2020.

e Accordingly, Borrowers who have availed assistance under ECLGS and whose credit outstanding
as on 31.03.2021 (excluding support under ECLGS) is higher than that on 29.02.2020 shall be
eligible for incremental support within the cap stipulated undereECLGS 1.0,2.0 or 3.0.

Loans of about Rs. 3.67 Lakh crore have been sanctioned under ECLGS till 05.08.2022.

The Department of Financial Services (DFS), Ministry of Finance, has modified the Emergency Credit
Line Guarantee Scheme (ECLGS) to enhance the maximum loan amount eligibility for airlines under
ECLGS 3.0 to 100% of their fund based or non-fund-based loan outstanding as on the reference dates
or Rs. 1,500 crore, whichever is lower; and of the above, Rs. 500 crore shall be considered, based on
equity contribution by the owners.

Keeping in view the high proportion of non-fund based credit in the overall credit of the civil aviation
sector, the eligible borrowers were permitted to avail up to 50% of their highest total fund and non-fund
based credit outstanding, subject to a maximum of Rs. 400 crore per borrower.

1.19 crore borrowers benefit from guarantees amounting to Rs 3.65 lakh crore under
ECLGS as on 31st March 2023.

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C) Special Liquidity Scheme for NBFCs and HFCs: The Special Liquidity Scheme of Rs. 30,000
crore for NBFCs and HFCs is being implemented w.e.f. 1% July, 2020 as a follow up of one of the
announcements under Aatma Nirbhar Bharat package made by the Union Minister for Finance &
Corporate Affairs Smt. Nirmala Sitharaman on 13" May, 2020. The Scheme has been launched to
improve the liquidity position of NBFCs/HFCs through a Special Purpose Vehicle (SPV) to avoid any
potential systemic risks to the financial sector.

The Scheme has received a very positive response. The Scheme is being implemented by SLS Trust,
the SPV set up by SBI Capital Markets Limited (SBICAP). Any NBFC including Microfinance Institutions
registered with RBI under the Reserve Bank of India Act, 1934 (excluding those registered as Core
Investment Companies) and any HFC registered with the National Housing Bank (NHB) under the
National Housing Bank Act, 1987 which is complying with certain specified conditions are eligible to raise
funding from this facility. The Scheme will remain open for 3 months for making subscriptions by the
Trust. The Scheme permits both primary and secondary market purchases of debt and seeks to address
the short-term liquidity issues of NBFCs/HFCs. Therefore, those market participants who are looking to
exit their standard investments with a residual maturity of 90 days may also approach the SLS Trust.

No banks have reported any progress so far under the scheme.

D) 2% Interest Subvention approved on prompt repayment of Shishu Loans under Pradhan
Mantri MUDRA Yojana for a period of 12 months: Union Cabinet chaired by Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi approved a scheme for interest subvention of 2% for a period of 12 months, to all Shishu
loan accounts under Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana (PMMY) to eligible borrowers. This Scheme is for
the implementation of one of the measures relating to MSMEs, announced under the Atma Nirbhar
Bharat Abhiyan. Under PMMY, loans for income-generating activities up to Rs. 50,000 are termed as
Shishu loans. PMMY loans are extended by Member Lending Institutions viz. Scheduled Commercial
Banks, Non-BankingFinance Companies and Micro Financial Institutions, registered with Mudra Ltd.
The scheme will be extended to loans which meet the following criteria - outstanding as on 31 March,
2020; and not in Non-Performing Asset (NPA) category, as per Reserve Bank of India (RBI) guidelines,
on 31 March 2020 and during the period of operation of the Scheme.

The interest subvention would be payable for the months in which the accounts are not in NPA category
including for the months that the account becomes a performing asset again, after turning NPA. The
scheme will incentivize people who will make regular repayments of loans.

The estimated cost of the Scheme would be approximately Rs. 1,542 crore which would be provided by
the Government of India.

The Scheme will be implemented through the Small Industries Development Bank of India (SIDBI) and
will be in operation for 12 months.

For borrowers, who have been allowed a moratorium by their respective lenders, as permitted by RBI
under the ‘COVID 19 Regulatory Package’, the Scheme would commence post completion of the
moratorium period till a period of 12 months i.e. from September 01, 2020 till August 31, 2021. For other
borrowers, the scheme would commence w.e.f. June 01, 2020 till May 31, 2021.

The last date of submission of claims under 2% Interest Subvention Scheme (ISS) Shishu Loans has
been extended till April 30, 2022. Interest Subvention Scheme for MUDRA - Shishu Loan.

More than 34.42 crore loan accounts amounting to Rs. 18.60 lakh crore opened since launch of
Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana

E) Ethanol Blended Petrol Programme (EBP Programme): Ethanol is an agro-based product, mainly
produced from a by-product of the sugar industry, namely molasses. In years of surplus production of
sugarcane, when prices are depressed, the sugar industry is unable to make timely payment of cane
price to farmers. The Ethanol Blending Programme (EBP) seeks to achieve blending of Ethanol with
motor sprit with a view to reducing pollution, conserve foreign exchange and increase value addition in
the sugar industry enabling them to clear cane price arrears of farmers.

The Central Government has scaled up blending targets from 5% to 10% under the Ethanol Blending
Programme (EBP). The procedure of procurement of ethanol under the EBP has been simplified to
streamline the entire ethanol supply chain and remunerative ex-depot price of ethanol has been fixed.
To facilitate achieving of new blending targets, a "grid” which networks distilleries to OMC depots and
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details quantities to be supplied has been worked out. State-wise demand profile has also been
projected, keeping in view distances, capacities and other sectoral demands. Excise duty has also been
waived on ethanol supplies to OMCs for EBP by sugar mills during 2015-16 (up to 10 August, 2016).
The results have been quite encouraging, with supplies doubling every year. In the year 2013-14, ethanol
supplied for blending was only 38 crore litres, whereas in 2014-15, under the modified EBP supplies
increased to 67 crore litres. In the ethanol season 2015-16, the ethanol supply has been historically high
and has reached 111 crore litres achieving 4.2% of blending. In the ethanol season 2016-17, out of 80
cr litre contracted about 66.51 cr litre has been supplied. Further, in the ethanol season 2017-18, LOI
has been issued for supply of 139.51 cr litres of ethanol, out of which agreement have been signed for
136 cr litres and about 46.25 cr litre has been supplied so far. In addition second round of tender has
been opened by OMCs for bidding for procurement of 117 cr litre of ethanol under EBP.

Government has also notified the National Policy on Biofuels — 2018 which laid out indicative
target of 20% blending of ethanol in petrol and 5% blending of biodiesel in diesel by 2030 in the
country. Based on the encouraging initiatives on supply side of ethanol, Government has
advanced the target of 20% blending of ethanol in petrol from 2030 to 2025-26.

The measures taken by the Government for the benefits of ethanol manufacturers inter alia, include
permitting multiple sugarcane and grain based feedstock for ethanol production, fixing feedstock wise
remunerative ethanol procurement prices, introducing amended Industries (Development and
Regulation) Act, 1951 for uninterrupted production, storage and movement of ethanol across the country,
bringing ethanol meant for EBP Programme under lowest GST slab rate of 5% to increase production of
ethanol and promote EBP Programme and introducing interest subvention schemes during 2018, 2019,
2020 and 2021 for augmentation and enhancement of ethanol production capacity in the country. Oil
Marketing Companies (OMCs) have also signed long term ethanol off-take agreements with prospective
project proponents to set up dedicated ethanol plants in deficit states.

"INDIA HAS ACHIEVED THE TARGET OF 10 PERCENT ETHANOL BLENDING, 5
MONTHS AHEAD OF SCHEDULE"

Government of India, with the aim to enhance India’s energy security, reduce import dependency on fuel,
save foreign exchange, address environmental issues and give a boost to domestic agriculture sector, has
been promoting the Ethanol Blended Petrol (EBP) Programme. The ‘National Policy on Biofuels’ notified by
the Government in 2018 envisaged an indicative target of 20% ethanol blending in petrol by year 2030.
However, considering the encouraging performance, due to various interventions made by the Government
since 2014, the target of 20% ethanol blending was advanced from 2030 to 2025-26.

A “Roadmap for Ethanol Blending in India 2020-25” was also released by the Hon’ble Prime Minister in June,
2021 which lays out a detailed pathway for achieving 20% ethanol blending. This roadmap also mentioned
an intermediate milestone of 10% blending to be achieved by November, 2022.However, due to the
coordinated efforts of the Public Sector Oil Marketing Companies (OMCSs) the target of 10% blending under
the programme has been achieved much ahead of the targeted timelines of November, 2022 wherein the
Public Sector OMCs have attained an average 10% ethanol blending in petrol across the country.This
achievement in the course of last 8 years has not only augmented India’s energy security but also translated
into a forex impact of over Rs.41,500 crores, reduced GHG emissions of 27 lakh MT and also led to the
expeditious payment of over Rs.40,600 crores to farmers.

With all the initiatives taken by the Government, the EBP Programme is on track to achieve the target of 20%
blending by 2025-26.

The Government has notified the National Policy on Biofuels- 2018, which envisaged a target of 20% blending
of ethanol in petrol by Ethanol Supply Year 2025-26. Accordingly, Oil Marketing Companies (OMCs) are
permitted to sell up to 20% ethanol blended petrol vide notification dated 15.12.2022. Under Ethanol Blended
Petrol (EBP) Programme, OMCs have saved 433.6 crore litres of petrol on account of ethanol blending during
the Ethanol Supply Year (ESY) 2021-22 resulting in an approximate savings of more than Rs. 20,000 crore
of foreign exchange.

The target of 10% ethanol blending set in the ‘Roadmap for Ethanol Blending in India 2020-25’ for
ESY 2021-22 has already been achieved and Public Sector Oil Marketing Companies (OMCs) have
started selling E20 (20% ethanol blended) petrol across the country. Further, the National Policy on
Biofuels — 2018 targets 20% blending of ethanol in petrol by Ethanol Supply Year (ESY) 2025-26.
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F) Agriculture Infrastructure Fund: The objective of the Agriculture Infrastructure Fund (AIF) scheme is
to mobilize a medium - long term debt financing facility for investment in viable projects for post-harvest
management Infrastructure and community farming assets through incentives and financial support in order
to improve agriculture infrastructure in the country.

The scheme provide financial assistance in the form of interest subvention and credit guarantee for setting
Post Harvest Management (PHM) projects which will help better post-harvest management and reduction in
wastage.

The following community farming assets projects are eligible under the scheme:-

i.  Organic inputs production
ii.  Bio stimulant production units
iii. Infrastructure for smart and precision agriculture.

iv.  Projects identified for providing supply chain infrastructure for clusters of crops including export
clusters.
v.  Projects promoted by Central/State/Local Governments or their agencies under PPP for building
community farming assets or post-harvest management projects.
The Union Cabinet chaired by Hon’ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi gave its approval to the following
modifications in Central Sector Scheme of Financing Facility under ‘Agriculture Infrastructure Fund’:

a. Eligibility has now been extended to State Agencies/APMCs, National & State Federations of
Cooperatives, Federations of Farmers Producers Organizations (FPOs) and Federations of Self Help
Groups (SHGs).

b. At present Interest subvention for a loan upto Rs. 2 crore in one location is eligible under the scheme.
In case, one eligible entity puts up projects in different locations then all such projects will be now be
eligible for interest subvention for loan upto Rs. 2 crore. However, for a private sector entity there will
be a limit of a maximum of 25 such projects. This limitation of 25 projects will not be applicable to
state agencies, national and state federations of cooperatives, federations of FPOs and federation
of SHGs. Location will mean physical boundary of a village or town having a distinct LGD (Local
Government Directory) code. Each of such projects should be in a location having a separate LGD
code.

c. For APMCs, interest subvention for a loan upto Rs. 2 crore will be provided for each project of
different infrastructure types e.g. cold storage, sorting, grading and assaying units, silos, etc within
the same market yard.

d. The power has been delegated to Hon’ble Minister of Agriculture & Farmers Welfare to make
necessary changes with regard to addition or deletion of beneficiary in such a manner so that basic
spirit of the scheme is not altere

e. The period of financial facility has been extended from 4 to 6 years upto 2025-26 and overall period
of the scheme has been extended from 10 to 13 upto 2032-33.

The modifications in the Scheme will help to achieve a multiplier effect in generating investments while
ensuring that the benefits reach small and marginal farmers. APMC markets are setup to provide market
linkages and create an ecosystem of post-harvest public infrastructure open to all farmers.
Convergence module between Agriculture Infrastructure Fund Scheme, Prime Minister's Micro Food
Enterprises Upgradation Scheme and PM Kisan Sampada Yojana launched.
The convergence module has been launched through cooperation in various ministries with the aim of taking
the benefits of the schemes of the government to the people. All the ministries should work in tandem with
each other and not work in silos, so that people can get the benefits of various schemes. This initiative will
contribute to the realization of Atma Nirbhar Bharat campaign and take forward the projects of public welfare
by increasing the power of marginalised section and contribute in the building of the New India.
Agriculture Infrastructure Fund crosses Rs.30,000 crore mark of capital mobilization for projects in agriculture
sector for creation of post-harvest management infrastructure and community farming assets.
A new campaign named 'BHARAT’ (Banks Heralding Accelerated Rural & Agriculture Transformation)
has been launched by the Government under Agriculture Infrastructure Fund Scheme to provide maximum
benefits to the people and to create a competitive spirit among the Banks and lending institutions to mobilize
agriculture infrastructure projects loan at a faster pace.

Bharat Abhiyan stimulus package mentioned about setting up of Rs. 15000 crore Animal Husbandry
Infrastructure Development Fund (AHIDF).

The animal husbandry infrastructure development (AHIDF) has been approved for incentivizing
investments by individual entrepreneurs, private companies, Farmers producer’'s organizations (FPOs)
and section 8 companies to establish:

% The dairy processing and product diversification infrastructure,
Meat processing and product diversification infrastructure and

+ Animal feed plant.
+ No banks have reported any progress so far under the scheme.

After a year of implementation of the scheme, the achievements have been made:

v' 7.7 Lakh MT capacity of milk processing which is approximately 0.38% of annual milkproduction
of India and generating employment for more than 2035 persons and benefitting 41000 farmers.

v' 24 Lakhs MT capacity of animal feed plant has been established which are capable of adding24
Lakh MT of Animal Feed to the supply chain and thereby generating employment of morethan
4477 persons.

v' 4.35 Lakhs MT capacity of meat processing plant has been added in the production chainwhich
is more than 4% of annual meat production of India thereby and it is expected therebygenerating
employment for more than 795 people.

The Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying, Government of India is implementing various
schemes to supplement the efforts of States/UTs for promotion and development of animal husbandry
and dairying sector across the country:

Rashtriya Gokul Mission (RGM),

National Programme for Dairy Development (NPDD),

Dairy Processing and Infrastructure Development Fund (DIDF),

Supporting Dairy Cooperatives and Farmer Producer Organizations engaged in dairy activities

(SDCFPO)

National Livestock Mission (NLM),

e Animal Husbandry Infrastructure Development Fund (AHIDF)

e Livestock Health and Disease Control Programme (LH&DCP) (wherein erstwhile Livestock
Health and Disease Control Scheme and National Animal Disease Control Programme were
merged with effect from 2021-22)

e Livestock Census and Integrated Sample Survey (LC & ISS)

Due to implementation of the aforesaid schemes of the Department of Animal Husbandry and Dairying,
Milk Production in the country has increased from 146.31 Million Tonnes in 2014-15 to 221.1 Million
Tonnes in 2021-22 i.e. by 6.38% per annum during the last 8 years. Value of output of milk is more than
Rs.9.32 lakh crore during 2021-22 which is higher than the agriculture produce and even more than the
combined value of Paddy and Wheat. Egg production in the country has increased from 78.48 billion in
2014-15 to 129.53 billion in 2021-22. Egg production in the country is growing at the rate of 8% per
annum.

H) PM formalization of Micro Food Processing Enterprises Scheme (PMFME Scheme): Launched
under the Aatmanirbhar Bharat Abhiyan, the Pradhan Mantri Formalisation of Micro food processing
Enterprises (PMFME) Scheme is a centrally sponsored scheme that aims to enhance the competitiveness of
existing individual micro-enterprises in the unorganized segment of the food processing industry and to
promote formalization of the sector and provide support to Farmer Producer Organizations, Self Help Groups,
and Producers Cooperatives along their entire value chain. With an outlay of Rs. 10,000 crore over a period
of five years from 2020-21 to 2024-25, the scheme envisions to directly assist the 2,00,000 micro food
processing units for providing financial, technical, and business support for upgradation of existing micro food
processing enterprises.

Pradhan Mantri Formalisation of Micro Food Processing Enterprises (PMFME) Scheme of M/o Food
Processing Industries, under Aatmanirbhar Bharat Abhiyan, Completes Two Years.

PMFME Scheme is currently being implemented in 35 States and Union Territories in the country.

PMFME Scheme envisages financial support of Rs. 40,000 for working capital and purchase of small tools
for each member of the Self Help Group (SHG) engaged in food processing activities.
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Over 1 lakh SHG members have been identified and the seed capital amount of Rs. 203 Cr. has been
released so far.

MoFPI is implementing a Centrally Sponsored Scheme-PM Formalisation of Micro Food Processing
Enterprises Scheme (PMFME) for providing financial, technical and business support for setting
up/upgradation of 2 lakh micro food processing enterprises through credit linked subsidy during five years
from 2020-21 to 2024-25 with an outlay of Rs. 10,000 crore. Out of this, a total of 22234 units and 7331 units
have been allocated to Maharashtra and Rajasthan respectively.

Production Linked Incentive Scheme for Food Processing Industry (PLISFPI) Scheme is being
implemented over a six-year period from 2021-22 to 2026-27 with an outlay of Rs. 10,900 crores. So
far, a total investment of Rs 7800.53 Cr has been committed in projects located across the country
under the scheme. (Detall report is avaialable on page number- 77 & 78)

‘Distressed Assets Fund- - Subordinate Debt for Stressed MSMEs’ on 13™ May, 2020, under the Atma
Nirbhar Bharat Package.

Accordingly, a scheme viz. ‘Credit Guarantee Scheme for Subordinate Debt’ was approved by the
Government on 1%t June, 2020 and the scheme was launched on 24" June, 2020 to provide credit facility
through lending institutions to the promoters of stressed MSMEs viz. SMA-2 and NPA accounts who are
eligible for restructuring as per RBI guidelines on the books of the Lending institutions. This scheme was to
remain in operation till 31.03.2021.

In order to keep the avenues of assistance to stressed MSME Units open, the Government had earlier
decided to extend this scheme for six months from 31.03.2021 to 30.09.2021.

On the basis of the requests received from the stakeholders of the scheme, the Government has decided to
further extend it by a period of another six months beyond 30.09.2021. The scheme will now remain
operational till 31.03.2022.

The Scheme is launched by Ministry of Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises, Govt. of India to provide
personal loan through Banks to the promoters of stressed MSMEs for infusion of equity/ quasi equity in the
Business eligible for restructuring, as per RBI's guidelines for restructuring of stressed MSME advances.The
scheme is applicable for those MSMEs whose accounts have been standard as on 31.03.2018 and have
been in regular operations, either as Standard accounts or as NPA accounts during Financial Year 2018-19
and 2019-20.For, the guarantee cover under the scheme- 90% coverage would come from Scheme/ Trust
and remaining 10% from the concerned promoters.

Banks are requested to go through detailed guidelines of the scheme, which is available on the web-site of
Ministry of MSME, Govt. of India and could also be accessed through following-

The Scheme is named as ‘Distressed Assets Fund - Subordinate Debt for Stressed MSMESs’ and the credit
product for which guarantee would be provided under the Scheme shall be named as ‘Credit Guarantee
Scheme for Subordinate Debt (CGSSD)’(hereinafter referred as the ‘Scheme’)

To provide guarantee coverage for the CGSSD to provide Sub-Debt support in respect of restructuring of
MSMEs. 90% guarantee coverage would come from scheme/ Trust and remaining 10% from the concerned
promoter(s). The objective of the scheme is to provide personal loan through banks to the promoters of
stressed MSMEs for infusion as equity / quasi equity in the business eligible for restructuring, as per RBI
guidelines for restructuring of stressed MSME advances.

On the basis of the requests received from the stakeholders of the scheme, the Government has decided to
further extend this scheme till 31.03.2023.

Rs. 20,000 crore Credit Guarantee Scheme for Subordinate Debt (CGSSD) with extended validity till
31.03.2023. Credit Guarantee Scheme (CGS) to strengthen credit delivery system and to facilitate the flow
of credit to the Micro and Small Enterprise sector without the hassles of collateral and third party guarantee
up to a maximum of Rs. 200 lakh.

(J) PMSVANIidhi Scheme: - Ministry of Housing & Urban Affairs launched a scheme PM Street Vendor's

AtmaNirbhar Nidhi (PM SVANidhi) to empower Street Vendors by not only extending loans to them, but
also for their holistic development and economic upliftment. The scheme intends to facilitate collateral free
working capital loans of up to INR 10,000/- of one-year tenure, to approximately 50 lakh street vendors, to
help resume their businesses in the urban areas, including surrounding peri-urban/rural areas.
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The PM SVANidhi scheme offers incentives in the form of:
a) Interest subsidy @ 7% per annum on regular repayment of loan
b) cashback upto INR1200/- per annum on undertaking prescribed digital transactions
c) Eligibility for enhanced next tranche of loans.

The Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs chaired by the Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi, has
approved the continuation of lending under the Prime Minister Street Vendor'sAtmaNirbhar Nidhi (PM
SVANIdhi) beyond March 2022 till December 2024, with focus onenhanced collateral free affordable loan
corpus, increased adoption of digital transactions and holisticsocio-economic development of the Street
Vendors and their families.

The budget for promotion of digital payments including cashback to the vendors has also been enhanced.
The approval is expected to benefit nearly 1.2 crore citizens of Urban India.

33.37 lakh loans amounting to %3,621 crores have been disbursed across the country till July 12, 2022. A
statement showing State/UT-wise loan disbursements for the 1st, 2nd and 3rd loans is at Annexure — | to Il
respectively.

Minutes oi SLBC Sub-Committee Meeting on ACP/MSNME/NPA/Export Finance held on
02.02.2024 in_person at Birsa Munda Sabhagaar, SLBC Office and through virtual mode
with LDWs.

SLBC Sub-Committee Meeting on ACP/MSME/NPA/Export Finance was convened on
02.02.2024 in person at Birsa Munda Sabhagar, SLBC Office and through virtual mode with LDMs
(Google mesat).

The meeting was chaired by Deputy General Manager, SLBC. The meeting was attended by
DGM RBI, AGM NABARD, under-secretary Finance Departmenit, Manager RBI, representative
from KVIC and senior executives from member banks and LDOMs of all districts, as per list
enclosed.

In his inaugural remarks, Shri Roshan Choudhary set out the context of the meeting and
briefed the house on agenda items. Thereafter as per the agenda items following points were
discussed ir detail and action points emerged as under:

Shree Choudnary apprise the house about the ACP target for FY 2023-24 that has already been
shared with the stakeholders. He further informed the house that (he ACP target for FY 2023-24
under Agriculture is 17,085.00 Crore, Total MSME is 26,675.00 Crore, Total Priority Sector is
47,985.00 Crore, Total Non-Priority Sector is 44,950.00 Crore aiid Total Advance is 92,935.00
Crore. He requested the member banks to maintain the momenturn in achieving the said target in
CFY also.

(Action: All Banks)

Bank wise/District wise review of ACP achievement during 2" Quarter of FY 2023-24:

The performance of the banks under ACP for FY 2023-24 wvas reviewed and discussed as
per Annexure. Overall ACP achievement till December quarter for FY 2023-24 stands at 81.58%
which has shown Y-O-Y growth of 26.03%. Overall ACP achievenient is at 81.58% (Rs.75815.87
Crores) against the target of Rs. 92,935.50 crores. There is an improvement in performance of
banks under the sector of Agriculture, MSME, NPS and TPS zs compared to the last year's
December quarter performance. However, in OPS the achievement percent has declined in tune
of 0.65%.

The house expressed its concern on achievement in Agriculture sector (59.49%). It was advised to
Banks and LDMs that as in Jharkhand State since major population is agri based hence, banks
needs to focus on majorly on achievement in Agri. Sector. It was also informed that VBSY is
running in all the districis of the State in order to provide KCC loa:i and other banking services to
all the untouched population, therefore, it was advised that it is a good opportunity for the banks
and LDMs to improve their agriculture lending.

(Action: All Banks & LDMs)
Shree Choudnary informed that achievement under Agriculture segyment as on 31.12.2023 stands
at 59.49% in our State which was standing at 66.48% in last year uf December quarter. RBI DGM
showed his displeasure towards low achievement in agriculture sector.

Few Banks has shown massive ACP achievement under agriculture sector in likes of Axis Bank
which has achieved 559.70% till December quarter however bank has shown growth under the
outstanding under agriculture sector as 1.80%.

(Action: Axis Bank)
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However, the performance of few banks is far below the State avarage. In this context reasons
behind it was asked from the concerned banks: The ACP achieverent of UCO Bank under
Agriculture sector stood at 36.99%, 0B at 33.19%, JRGB at 40.23%, Canara Bank at 42.94%,
PNB at 46.83% & DSCB at 38.43%.

(Action: UCO, IOB, JRGB, CANARA, PNB & DCCB)

DGM RBI also expressed concern about low ACP achievemert under Agriculture sector as
achievement under the above sector is very minimal. DGM RBI advised the member banks to
focus towards agri. growth as there is special focus of State as well as central government under
this sector.

(Action: All Banks)

Shree Roshan Choudhary informed about the achievemen: under MSME sector. As on
31.12.2023 the state has achieved the target of 103.78%. However, the performance of few banks
were far below the State average. In this context it was apprise that below mentioned banks needs
to focus towards the growth under MSME sector. The ACP acnievement of JRGB stood at
62.27%, Indian Bank at 77.50%, UBI at 79.08%, PNB at 7947% BOM at 69.59%, BOB at
74.28%, Jana SFB at 62.84% ESAF SFB at 26.85 and JSCB at 38.53%

The aboverentioned banks were advised to focus on improvement in MSME financing as the
performance of above mentioned banks are dragging down the overall ACP achievement of State.

(Action: All the above mentioned Banks)

Shree Choudhary informed that the performance of State under toual priority sector stood at
83.08%. However, performance of few banks remains far beow the State average. The
performance of JRGB stood at 43.15%, Canara Bank at 68.29%, BOB at 66.34%, |IOB at 65.07%,
Karnataka Bank at 44.76%, Yes Bank at 62.78%, SIB at 65.56% Bandhan Bank at 51.19%,
DCCB at 64.19%, JSCB at 39.18%, ESAF Bank at 48.39%, Utkarsh SFB at 64.17%, Jana SFB at
66.91%.

All the above mentioned banks were advised to kindly focus towards improving their lending under
total priority sector.

(Action: All the above mentioned Banks)

Further, it was apprised to the house that State has achieved 81 £8% of the allotted target under
Total Advance. However, performance of few banks is far from state average. The performance if
JRGB stood at 44.61%, CBI at 47.28%, IOB at 20.29%. Karnataka bank at 51.31%, Bandhan
Bank at 48.58%, ESAF SFB at 54.78%, Ujjivan SFB at 69.58%, Utkarsh SFB at 59.10%. Jana
SFB at 65.37% and AU SFB at 8.30%.

All the above mentioned banks were advised to kindly focus towards improving their lending under
in State so that performance can be enhanced.

(Action: All the above mentioned Banks)

Q-0-Q position of banks under Agriculture sector was discussed in the forum. It was informed to all
the stakeholders that Q-0-Q growth/decline under agriculture sector showed 2.36% Account wise
growth and 6.02% account wise growth. However, performance of few banks have shown decline
in their outstanding under agriculture sector. Karnataka Bank have shcwn Q-0-Q decline in No. of
amount by 23.52%, Bandhan Bank by 5.60%, Jana SFB by 4.18% and Indian Bank by 0.72%.
These banks were advised to check for the reason for decline in their outstanding in comparison to
last quarter.

(Action: Karnataka, Eanciian, Jana & Indian Bank)
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-Q-0-Q position of banks under MSME sector was also discussed in the forum. It was informed to
all the stakeholders that there is Q-0-Q growth under MSME sector in State by 8.17% Account
wise growth and 6.49% account wise.

However, outstanding position of some of the Banks have declined in comparison to last quarter. It
was informed that the there have been decline in amount wise outstancing of 14.36% in Esaf SFB.
DGM RBI showed his displeasure on ESAF SFB performance under MSME.

(Action: ESAF SFB)

Shree Choudhary further informed that there have been Q-0-Q grewth under Total Priority Sector
in State. The State has shown growth of 1.16% in account wise ana 5.54% in amount wise. It was
also stated that few banks have been performing very well in the said sector. However, few Public
sector banks needs to improve upon their performance as their growth are very low in comparison
to State Average. These are: SBI (2.50%), Indian Bank (1.11%), UBi (0.66%) & PSB (1.71%).

(Action: SBI, Indian Bank, UBI & PSB)

Q-0-Q position of banks under Total Advance was discussed in the forum. It was informed that the
State has shown amount wise growth of 5.46% and account wise growth of 1.20% under
outstanding of total advance.

However, Ujjivan SFB has shown decline in no. of account by 26 45% under Q-0-Q comparison
while there nas been growth in amount wise by 6.10%. The concerned bank was advised to Kindly
let us know the reason for the same.

(Action: Ujjivan SFB)

Position of MSME Sector: Total MSME (Sector wise) position in Jharkhand state was discussed
in the meeing. SLBC informed that performance of banks under MISME sector of ACP has
potentially iimproved and total MSME portfolio in terms of number of accounts has increased from
7.12 lakhs in December 2022 to 7.18 lakhs in December, 2023. Also the amount wise MSME
position has increased from Rs.25628.2 Cr. in December, 2022 to Rs.35689.17 Cr. in December,
2023. All banks were advised to improve their respective MSME porifolio.

DGM RBI requested all the banks and LDMs to tap business in the segment of Small Enterprises
where the siate is lagging behind.

(Action: All Banks and LDMSs)

It was briefed to the house that number of Mudra loan outstanding as or 31.12.2023 is 23.10 lacs.
The major contributor being Indusind Bank (10.18 lacs), Bandhan Bank (3.29 lacs), Bank of India
(2.13 lacs) and Utkarsh SFB (1.57 lacs). It was further informed that there has been decline in 11
thousand account in State as compared to last quarter.

DGM RBI asked the reason for the same. To which representativa from Indian Bank stated that
the probable reason could be due to OTS in Mudra accounts. Howaver, it was also informed that
there is decline in 52 thousand account of Ujjivan SFB and Bandhan Bank 39 thousand. DGM RBI
seeked the reason from both the banks.

(Action: Ujj.van SFB and Bandhan Bank)

The house was further informed that total sanctions under PMSVANIDHI as on 31.12.2023 in the
state stands at 98,923 which implies 83,008, 14,161 & 1,754 in Trarche 1, Tranche 2 & Tranche 3
respectively. The major contributor being State Bank of India (29,922} and Bank of India (22,962).
Also it was informed that contribution from Pvt. Lenders are minima! under the said scheme.
DGM RBI showed his displeasure and advised Pvt. Banks to increase their sanctions under
PMSVANIDH! scheme.

(Action: All Pvt. Banks)
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The house was informed that number of loan outstanding under PMEGP in State stands at
17,983. The major contributor are: Bank of India (5,937), State Bank of India (3,945) and JRG

Bank (2,182). The house showed concern on low sanctioning under PMEGP application and
requested the member to enhance sanction under the above scherme.

The performance of ICICI bank was highlighted in the meeting wherein it was informed that 12
applications have been forwarded to the bank out of which bank nas sanctioned 02 applications
but Margin inoney has not been claimed in any of the case.
DGM RBI advised the bank to improve their performance under the said scheme and asked about
how much bank will achieve by end of March quarter, to which baiik has assured that they will be
sanctioning 20 applications.

(Action: ICICI Bank)
The performance of Axis Bank was also highlighted in the said meaetng. It was informed that 32
applications have been forwarded to the bank out of which bank has sanctioned only 01
applications and claimed only in 01 applications. To which the representative informed that they
have sanctioned 06 applications however, it might be that they have not updated the same in
portal.

(Action: Axis Bank)

The representative from KVIC informed that State target under PMEGP is 184.44 crore however,
as on 31.12.2023 only 38.51 crore MM has been claimed whicn is very poor in comparison to
other States. He further informed that referred case under PMEGP are those cases where loan
and MM hes been disbursed/claimed but due to absence of scme aocuments MM cannot be
released. In this context he urged the banks to kindly upload the docuirents or send to us directly
to state office, where needful will be done. This referred case arnount is approx. Rs.4.87 crore
which after 1he release will directly enhance overall MM claim amount for the state.

(Action: All Banks)

It was inforrmed that there is huge pendency under PMEGP cases with the banks. It was apprised
to the house that total 1121 cases are pending with the banks as on 31.12.2023 which account for
Rs.38.30 crore.

DGM RBI advised that all the banks need to clear the pending cases by end of February, 2024.
(Action: All Banks)

The representative from KVIC informed that the pendency reflecting for Axis Bank (34 application)
is for last financial year, only 05 applications are for the month of Jznuary 2024. He stated that due
to pendency the proponents are unable to move to another banks for sanction.

Axis Bank representative assured the house that the same will be cisposed within 15 days.
(Action: Axis Bank)

Review of NPA: NPA Position was discussed in the Sub Commitiee meeting. There is decrease
(16.99%) in Gross NPA as compared to last year. Gross NPA has been reached to 5.81% as on
31.12.2023. Banks should try all possible ways for better recovery. Further it was also informed
that PNB (22.47%), Indian Bank (17.52%), BOI (17.20%), DBS bank (57.33%) & JSCB (34.50%)
has the highiest NPA percentage.

(Action: PNB, Indian, BOI, DBS & JSCB)

It was inforined to the house that few banks are not reporting the Certificate Case and Drt case
data even though their NPA levels are huge. It was advised to all the banks to check and report
the actual data under Certificate Case, Drt and SARFAESI.

(Action: All Banks)
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LDM W. Singhbhum raised the issue that at the time of filing court case, 100% amount of court
fees are being demanded by the certificate officer, however as per guideline only 25% needs to be
paid by the banks. Also, the lead district manager informed that certificate cases are being
accepted to be filed up to Rs.10 lakhs only, however, the limit has beer exceeded up to Rs.20.00
lakhs.
It was informed that the above mentioned issue will be highlighted in SLBC meeting.

(Action: SLBC)

NPA position under various Govt. Sponsored Schemes were alsc discussed. As on 31.12.2023,
there is 25.18% NPA under PMEGP loans, 12.64% under Stand up India, 1.72% under SHG and
10.85% under PMMY. Banks should explore and expedite the recovery process in these NPA
accounts at the earliest.

(Action: All Banks)

Representaiive from KVIC pointed out that NPA of CBI is showing 100%, however, as per data
with KVIC it was informed that CBI has sanctioned 108 applications to which representative
informed that there is discrepancy in data of CBI to which DGM RBI informed that data
discrepancy is unacceptanle at this forum, however, it was advised to CBI to check the data and
inform the same to SLBC.

(Action: CBI)

Export Finiince: As per the data received from banks it was noticad that total Export Finance of
all the banks in the state has increased from Rs.10648 00 lakhs as on September, 2023 to
Rs.12154.00 lakhs as on December, 2023. All the banks who have yet not lended for export
finance were also advised to explore the possibilities of the same.

(Action: All Banks)

The meeting ended with vote of thanks to the chair.

SLBC Sub-Committee Meeting on C.D. Ratio was convened on 02.02.2024 in person at
Birsa Munda Sabhagaar, SLBC Office and through virtual mode witn LDMs (Google meet).

The meeting was chaired by Deputy General Manager, SLBC. The meeting was attended by
DGM RBI, AGM NABARD, under-secretary Finance Department Manager RBI, representative
from KVIC and senior executives from member banks and LDMs of all districts, as per list
enclosed.

DGM, Shree Anil Jagdish Jadhav welcomed all the participant i the meeting and apprise the
house about the upcoming 861" SLBC meeting which is schecduled to be convened on 15t
February, 2024 at Project Bhawan, Dhurwa. He said that this time 5LBC meeting will be a Special
SLBC meeting where agenda'’s related Financial Inclusion and Finencial Literacy will be discussed
along with yeneral agendas of SLBC. Also this Special SLBC meeting will be more interactive,
hence, it was advised that State Heads of all the banks needs to attznd the SLBC meeting without
fail.

In his inaugural remarks, Shri Roshan Choudhary set out tiie context of the meeting and
briefed the house on agenda items. Thereafter as per the agenda items following points were
discussed in detail and action points emerged as under:

Steering Coimmittee & Vidhanmandal:

Shree Choudhary requested the banks to refer the RBI Master CircJlar on Lead Bank Scheme on
submission of data to SLBC. He advised the banks that SLBC d:.:a should be submitted by the
banks well within stipulated time. It was also informed to the housz that all the banks have been
submitting the data on time however, few banks need to take up the matter seriously on data
submission and should adhere to the stipulated timeline.

(Action: All Banks)

It was informed to the house that this time there was delay in suomission of data from Central
Bank of Incia (DRT) and India Post Payment Bank. These bank: were advised to take up the
matter with concerned authorities so that data can be timely submitied 10 SLBC.

(Action: CBI & IPPB)

DGM RBI said that daia submitted to SLBC needs to be checked/analysed at two levels well

before subnmission at SLBC portal, so that accurate data can be suomitted to RBI Head Office. He

further stated that banks needs to adhere to the timeline for submis :ion of manual SLBC data.
(Action- All Banks)

It was inforined to the house that there was discrepancy in data i CBI (ACP, SHG) and data of
PNB (Renewal data of PMJJBY & PMSBY). These banks were zdvised to check and scrutinize

their data properly before submitting the same to SLBC.
(Action: CBI & PNB)

The represantative from PNB acknowledge the issue and infuimed that they have already
escalated the matter with their HO and same will be rectified from tna next guarter,




Shree Choudhary informed the house that ATR of SLBC and ub-Committees are not being
submitted by some banks and some LDMs. Also, the reply that it baing submitted is not proper
and to the point. Hence, it was requested to make sure for submission of ATR within the time.

Action- All Banks and LDMs)

Vidhan Mancdal: It was informed to the house that all the question: related to Vidhan Mandal has
been taken up by SLBC and proper reply of the said questions has been made to the respective
departments. :

(Action- For information to all)

Bank Wise / District wise review of CD ratio:

Detailed discussion was done over Bank wise & District wise CD Ratio. Comparative
analysis of Bank-wise/District-wise CD ratio of past quarters of this financial year was done.
Comparison with last quarter shows that the CD Ratio has increased from 45.04% as on
30.09.2023 to 46.27% as on 31.12.2023. It was observed that CD Ratio of all districts and almost
all the banks have increased during the December 2023 quarter. t owever, CD ratio of few banks
has decreased marginally.

The house axpressed concern over low CD ratio in the State. It is still far below the benchmark
level of 60%. Specifically, the performance of 14 Banks and 11 Districts having less than 40% CD
ratio as on 31.12.2023 were reviewed /discussed during the meeting. However, in 3" quarter of
FY 2023-24, the CD ratio of Jana SFB has decreased drastically and presently the CD ratio of
Jana SFB is below 40%.

It was also informed that out of 12 PSBs 9 PSBs are having CC ratio below 40% mark. It was
advised that these PSBs needs to improve upon their CD ratio. Tiiz lowest CD ratio in PSB is of
Canara Bank (24.69%), BOI (26.82%), UCO Bank (28.89%). Thes: barks were asked to improve
upon their CD ratio.

RBI DGM advised all those banks whose CD ratio is above 35% mzrk should focus to surpass the
40% mark by next quarter.
(Action: All Banks with CD Ratio more than 35% but less than 40%)

He also showed his displeasure towards banks having CD ratio kzlow 35%. Shri Samim Ansari,
DGM RBI said that these banks needs to introspect on their lov, CD ratio as these banks are
dragging down the CD ratio of State as a whole also. He also advise these banks to chalk out the
bottlenecks that respective banks are facing in order to increase their CD ratio.

(Action- All Banks below 35% CD ratio)

DGM RBI congratulated banks and districts who have surpassed ti.e 40% mark and advised them
to sustain their CD ratio above 40%. He further pointed out that i:w districts are at the verge of
approaching 40% mark, these districts are: Bokaro (37.28%), Deoghar (37.71%), Dhanbad
(35.10%), Dumka (36.75%), Godda (36.46%) and Sahibganj (38.22%). He asked the LDMs of
these districts to focus on achieving of 40% mark by end of March, 2024 quarter.

(Action- LDMs ci above mentioned Districts)

It was also apprised to the house that apart from West Singhbhurm District, all the Districts having
CD ratio below 40% mark have completed their Special Sub Comnmitiee meeting and has also
drawn Monitor able action plan in their respective district.

DGM RBI showed his displease and asked LDM W.Singhbhum for the reason about not
convening the SSC meeting.

(Action: West Singhbhum)

It was informed that in case of total de;osit almost all the banks have
shown growth in comparison to September, 2023 quarter, however, there is a decrease in deposit
of UCO Bark (3.11%), Punjab and Sindh Bank (2.35%), Canara Bank (1.04%), PNB (0.17%), IDBI
(2.85%), HDFC Bank (3.16%), Karnataka Bank (3.77%), Indusind Bank (4.89%), J&k bank
(0.35%), SIB (0.49%), KVB (4.24%), Esaf SFB (16.27%). These b:.nks were advised to look upon
the reason for the same.

JAction: All the above Banks)

Further it was informed to the house that total advance of alrhost all the banks is showing
increasing trend in comparison to last quarter, however, there is ¢acrease in outstanding of total
advance in following banks: Karnataka Bank (2.60%). These baiks were advised to check for
reason as to why their advance has decreased and work on improving their credit portfolio. It was
further apprised that growth of Indian bank advance is minimal i.e. only 0.76% which is far below
the growth of State Average i.e. 5.46%.

(Action: Karnataka & India Bank)

It was also apprised to the house that CD ratio of below mentioned banks have shown down fall in
CD ratio in comparison to last quarter. These banks are: Indian Bark (3.24%), DBS (21.05%),
Bandhan Benk (7.32%), Uttkarsh SFB (25.23%) and Jana SFB (50.31%).

(Action: Indian, DES, Bandhan, Utkarsh & Jana)

Further it was also informed to the house that Q-0-Q data of DBS bank under Advance segment is
stagnant i.e. there seems to be data discrepancy as the advance reinains unchanged.

(Action: DBS)

Discussion was also made on District wise growth/decline in total deposit, total advance and Cd
ratio in comparison to last quarter. It was informed that deposit of almost all the districts have
shown positive growth, however, there in decrease in deposit ¢f Dhanbad (3.91%) and West
Singhbhum (1.39%).

(Actio.i: Dhanbad & W.Singhbhum)

Further it was informed to the house that total advance of all the 24 Districts of the State has
shown growth in comparison to September, 2023 quarter. Also, CL ratio of all the 24 Districts has
shown positive growth.

DGM SLBC and RBI applauded the work done by LDMs.

(-iction: For information to all)
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Lastly, Banks and LDMs were advised to make focussed efforte to improve the CD ratio in a ‘
proactive manner. LDMSs to review progress at regular intervals at district/block level and improve
the CD ratio.

Meeting of the SLBC Sub Committee on Agriculture and Allied Activities for quarter ended 31 December
2023: Proceedings

The meeting of the SLBC sub-committee to review the progress of the banks under Agriculture and Allied activities
for the quarter ended December 2023 was held on 12 February 2024 in the Conference Hall of NABARD RO,
Jharkhand. The meeting was presided over by Shri S K Jahagirdar, CGM, NABARD, Jharkhand RO and attended by
DGM, Bank of India and Convener, SLBC; RBI; SBI; Director, Fisheries, GoJ; Shri Pradeep Hazari, Special Secretary,
Agriculture, GoJ, Shri Gautam Singh, GM, NABARD and representatives of various public and private sector banks as
well as PMU-AIF and PMU- PMFME.

Shri S K Jahagirdar, CGM, Jharkhand RO welcomed all the dignitaries and outlined the agenda for discussion. He
requested the bankers to finance the viable projects under Government schemes such as PMFME, FPO, AIF etc he
also requested the member banks to prioritize the financing under government flagship schemes such as KCC AH,
Fisheries, AIF etc. He also urged the big banks such as SBI, PNB, BOB and others to increase their agriculture lending
portfolio in the State.

Shri Pradeep Hazari, Special Secretary, Agriculture, Animal Husbandry and Cooperation, GoJ also stressed upon the
issue of KCC to all eligible farmers. He also expressed concern regarding absence of senior representatives from
many of the banks in the meeting and indicated that banks should be represented in the Committee by senior officers
who have good knowledge of the subject being discussed to facilitate fruitful discussions and who can contribute
meaningfully to the discussions. Many of the banks were not represented in the meeting and the same is being
viewed seriously.

The sub-committee deliberated on various agenda items and the concerned institutions were advised to ensure
timely compliance on the following action points that emanated from the discussions:

Sr. Discussion and Action points

1 Confirmation of the minutes of the 3rd SLBC sub-committee meeting held on 17.11.2023 -
The minutes of the meeting were confirmed and accepted unanimously by the house.

2 Special Secretary Agriculture informed the house about the launching of Birsa Kisan
Integrated portal. SLBC informed the house that they have sent a letter to Agriculture
department for creation of login credentials for all banks to access the Govt of Jharkhand
database portal of farmers.

3 Regarding high achievement of certain banks namely ICICI and AXIS Bank under ATL, SLBC
advised the house that data reported is correct and it is due to branch expansion and lesser
targets given to Banks.

4 PMU-PMFME informed the house that Workshop on branding and packaging would be
conducted for the beneficiaries in collaboration with CIPET in April 2024.
(Action- PMU- PMFME)

5 KCC under Crop loan — Performance of Public Sector Banks like State Bank of India
(39.54%), Indian Bank (25%), Union Bank of India (37%), IOB (33%), IDBI (28%) and UCO
Bank (22.36%) needs to be improved. Private Sector Bank like ICICI Bank Ltd (0.02%) needs
to pay focused attention. Jharkhand State Cooperative Bank (25.24%) and JRGB (29.36%)
need to put in serious efforts.

(Action — State Bank of India, Indian Bank, PNB, Bank of India, Union Bank of
India, IOB, IDBI, UCO Bank, ICICI Bank Ltd, JStCB and JRGB)




KCC under Fisheries and AH
For Working Capital KCC under AH and Fisheries, low financing has been reported by Central

Bank of India, IOB and IDBI Limited. Very poor performance has been shown by Punjab &
Sind Bank, Bank of Maharashtra and Federal Bank.

Action — Central Bank of India, I0B, IDBI, Punjab & Sindh Bank, Bank of
Maharashtra and Federal Bank.

KCC under Fisheries
Director, Fisheries mentioned that there was ample scope for financing under cage fisheries,
biofloc, fish hatcheries, integrated farming, etc; and encouraged the banks to extend finance
for these activities. Besides, NABARD had also prepared model banking plans on cage fishery
and bio floc and circulated the same among banks. Banks may consider financing various
activities in this sector.

(Action-All Banks)

Agriculture Term Lending

FPOs, Dairy, Farm Mechanization, Poultry, Fisheries, Piggery, Goatery, Rural Godowns and
Agri Clinics, have a high potential for credit absorption in the State. There are multiple
schemes of Gol and State Govt to promote various activities in these sectors. However, the
credit flow to these sectors is dismal. Banks may consider financing along various nodes of
the value chain particularly with reference to fisheries. All the banks need to put in place an
implementable strategy to increase investment credit during the current financial year.
(Action — All banks)

Workshops on fisheries, piggery, goatery etc.

Interested banks can give the list of officers to SLBC for conduct to workshops on the above
activities at State or district level to facilitate credit flow to these sectors.

(Action : Banks, SLBC, NABARD)

Financing under PMFME

Keeping in view the slow progress of the scheme, high rejection rate of loan applications and
non-mortgageable nature of land because of CNT, SPT Act in the State, it was decided that
SLBC through RBI should take up the issue with Govt of India to provide some special
concession so that entrepreneurs in Jharkhand can avail loans to the extent of ¥10.00 lakhs
under PMFME without provision of land as security.

(Action: SLBC through RBI)

PMU was also suggested to handhold the applicants for preparing bankable projects. Bank
branches can also source applications in consultation with District Resource Person (DRP) of
PMU and GM, DIC. PMU was also advised to not to accept the applications where CIBIL score
is less than 750.

(Action - PMU-PMFME, Directorate of Industries)

The meeting ended with summing up and vote of thanks.
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Minutes of the meeting of SLBC Sub-Committee on Housing Finance
held on 09.02.2024 to review Housing Finance in the state of Jharkhand
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SLBC Sub-committee meeting on Housing Finance was convened for the quarter ended
December 2023 on 09.02.2024 at Office of the DMA, Urban Development and Housing
Department, Govt. of Jharkhand to discuss and review the progress of the following agenda

items:

1. Review of Housing Finance of Banks ( Priority & Non Priority Sector)

2. Home Loan sanctioned to EWS beneficiaries under Vertical-lll: Affordable Housing
Project (AHP) of PMAY-Urban Jharkhand

3. Any other matter with the permission of the chair.

The meeting was chaired by the Shri Aditya Kumar Anand IAS, Director DMA, UD & HD and
attended by Shri Bishwajit Kumar Sinha, AGM SBI, CM SLBC, Shri CH Gopal Krishna, DGM, Bank
of India, Smt. Prachi Mishra, Manager SLBC Jharkhand, representative from PNB, Canara Bank,
Union Bank, ICICI, Indian Bank, Axis Bank, Bank of Baroda, HDFC Bank, JRGB and Indian

Overseas Bank.

The meeting started with the welcome address by Shri Bishwajit Kumar Sinha, AGM SBI.
Thereafter, as per the agenda items the following points were discussed in detail and action
points emanated as under:

1. Shri Sinha, AGM, SBI informed the House that minutes of last meeting dated 30.10.2023 was
circulated and ATR has been submitted by different Banks. There is no query from the
participants and the proceeding of the previous meeting is confirmed.

2. AGM 5Bl informed that HDFC Bank and Axis Bank did not submit the data relating to housing
finance despite repeated mails and telephonic calls. The representative of both Banks
assured to look into this and submit the required data henceforth. (Action : HDFC Bank &
Axis Bank)

3. The progress after last meeting in financing to Weaker Section as well as small size housing
loans below Rs 2.00 lakh or Rs 5.00 lakh was discussed and Housing Department officials
shown their concern over unsatisfactory progress by Bank in financing loans to weaker
section. ( All Banks)

4. Shri Sinha, AGM SBI requested the participating Banks to share their concerns and hurdles
faced in financing to Weaker Section of the society, particulary under PMAY. Shri Vicky
Saurabh of HDFC Bank informed the House that Light House Project, Ranchi has been
approved by their bank. 1 application (out of 5) has been sanctioned and the remaining 4
applications are pending due to requirement of few documents from the applicants.

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The representative of Union Bank of India advised that MOU between Bank and JNAC has
expired. Housing department officials responded that there is no timeline in the MOU and is
still valid. UBI requested to provide a copy of MOU so that it may be provided to Bistupur
Branch. 95 applications have been sent to UBI, Bistupur branch. The department advised

that copy of MOU will be shared after the meeting. (Action : UBI)

The representative of Indian Bank advised that 1 application has been sent to Jhumri Tilaiya
branch and 108 applications to Jamshedpur branch. He informed that income certificate has
not been received in some cases and their Bank has certain queries regarding MOU. Their
internal Head will visit the department for discussion in this regard within 1-2 weeks. .
(Action : Indian Bank)

The representative of State Bank of India Bank advised that their Deoghar business unit has
raised certain queries regarding PMAY-U vertical-lll and also requested for some
modifications in the tripartite agreement. The official of Housing department advised that
the business unit should take up the matter in writing with specific requirement so that
necessary guidelines may be given. Deoghar unit has also pointed out that In case of
default, the loan to be transferred to the person next in the waiting list as per the SOP. They
requested to analyze the legal implications in this regard. The department clarified that
analysis of legal implication is Bank’s internal issue and needs to be examined by Bank’s
internal team. On this matter, Director, DMA directed to the Deoghar Municipal
Corporation Officials to coordinate with SBI Deoghar for making such necessary
amendments in Tripartite Agreement (TPA), so that bank can start home loan financing to
the needy beneficiaries of PMAY-U Vertical-lIl. (Action : Deoghar Municipal Corporation &
SBI Deoghar Unit)

Most of the member banks pointed out that in case of default by the borrower, Bank has to
identify a new beneficiary if Municipal Corporation does not select a new beneficiary.
Several representatives were of the view that it would be difficult for Bank to identify a new
beneficiary in such case. All Banks requested to issue a suitable direction to their operating
units in this regard. Director Sir informed the House that Bank should not wait for waiting
list in such case and the flat should be allotted to a new beneficiary who approaches the
Bank. (For information to all Banks/ SLBC/ DMA)

The representative of ICICI bank advised that 10 applications out of 16 have been returned

by their Bank. The remaining applications are likely to be disposed off in this quarter.
(Action : ICICI Bank)

Canara Bank has financed the maximum number of loans under PMAY and was advised to
expedite the process for pending applications. (Action: Canara Bank)

The Chairman requested all banks to process the loan applications of weaker sections on
merits/demerits and then take appropriate decision. He advised that Department has
always resolved the queries of different Banks when received and also relaxed norms for
meaningful implementation of the scheme.

Action Taken Report (ATR)

The house approved the action taken report submitted by the banks. All the banks were directed
to submit Action Taken Report on a monthly basis.

Action to be taken: All Controlling Banks.

Agenda 2: Training and Settlement status of FY 2023-24

Training & Settlement

The overall progress on training is not satisfactory with overall achievement of 73%
(14,416 candidates trained) against the target to train 19,765 candidates till 3 1™ January 2024 of
FY 2023-24. The performance of RSETI Seraikela is below par followed by RUDSETI, RSETIs
of Lohardaga, East Singhbhum, Ranchi, Pakur and Godda.

The settlement progress is relatively poor across all banks with 57% (8173 candidates)
reported to be settled across the Banks. The lowest progress has been reported by the RSETIs of
East Singhbhum (27%), West Singhbhum (42%), Lohardaga (38%), Giridih (45%), Godda
(38%), Hazaribagh (45%) and Seraikela (43%).

RSETI-wise progress report across all indicators is placed as Annexure along with the
minutes.

CEO JSLPS interacted with few of the LDMs especially where the progress was zero and
showed strong displeasure with 0 progress.

Agenda 4: Project Unnati

It was brought to the notice of the house that Project Unnati is a program run in
coordination with MGNREGA. MoRD has accorded top priority to this training. In Jharkhand
RSETIs has to train only 200 candidates under this Project to family members of Households
(HHs) who have completed 100 man days of work in any FY in MGNREGA.

MGNREGA team has already submitted list of 1181 candidates against which training of
78 candidates have been completed till date.

Shri Bishwajit Kumar Sinha, AGM, State Bank of India welcomed all the particip ‘nts and after
brief introduction, the Committee has detailed discussions on Agenda items as under?

1. Shri Sinha, AGM, SBI advised that minutes of last i..- g dated 16.10.2023 was circulated
and ATR has been submitted by different Banks. There is 1o query from the participants and the
proceeding of the previous meeting is confirmed. |

2. Shri Sinha informed the House that Banks other than Committee members hate also been
invited for the meeting as per advice in the last meeting. ' }

3. DG Sir, CID has shared the details of incidence that took place during last quarter. In the first
incidence related to India One ATM at Orai (Deoghar), the miscreants tried to break the ATM and
carried away CCTV. The second incidence took place at IDBI Kuju branch ATM located at 12
km from Ormanjhi thana. In this case, the ATM was cut by gas cutter and fully damaged. On
hearing the noise, local residents gathered and started shouting. After this, the miscreants fled
away from the spot by a white vehicle, probably a Scorpio. r

4. Another incidence of UPS theft took place at UCO Bank, Kutchery Road branc ' ATM kiosk
located at Upper Bazar, Ranchi. Shri Arun Kumar of UCO bank advised that lock of back room of
ATM was broke open by the miscreants. The UPS was kept in plywood partition. The screws of
the partition were opened and the UPS carried away. The case is registered at Raipchi Kotwali
thana vide case no. 362/23. DG Sir advised that criminals should be caught to stop crime.

S. Indian Overseas Bank has shared 4 incidences of attempted robbery/loot at ATMs that took
place at Sakchi, Marar, Saraidhela and Hinoo during quarter ended December’23 quarter.
Representative of Indian Overseas Bank has advised that the criminals entered wearing helmet
and monkey cap and tried to block the cash dispenser. DG Sir advised that good CCTV coverage
should be provided at the ATM site. The cameras should be installed outside also to record the
vehicle number or any other suspicious activities. Meeting with local people should be done to
make the environment safe and spread awareness. The ATM is installed for the benefit of local
people and they should be involved for safety.

6. The benefits of storing CCTV footage on Cloud were explained during the meeting. The central
team can watch and monitor the footage. As the video is available on Cloud, there is no loss of
footage if the instrument is damaged or carried away. It is easier to receive video by police. Shri
Amar Krishna of Bank of Baroda informed the House that in some smart cities, High Command
Centre is maintained which controls the video footage. He was of the view that storage of CCTV
footage in Cloud may be implemented with the help of Lead Bank and RBI.

7. All the Banks confirmed that camera of high quality has been installed inside as w\Jtll as outside
of ATMs. They also advised that storage of CCTV footage is upto 90 days. i




8. The representative of HDFC Bank advised that in case of fire incidence at the bran
demands several papers like agreement, CCTV footage etc. for lodging FIR. DG Sir
if Bank employees face difficulty in filing FIR, they may inform the details on email
cid@jhpolice.gov.in to CID.

9. The election time is coming and need to exercise more caution in cash van mo
emphasized by CID. Smt Prachi Mishra of SLBC Jharkhand informed that she attend
workshop conducted by Election Commission. A new modus operandi is g
implemented this time for cash movement. Nodal officer for each Bank and districf
officer will be appointed for this purpose. All cash movement will be recorded in an
portal. The full details are yet to be received and will be shared with all when receiv
Jharkhand.

10. DG Sir, CID Jharkhand suggested as under:

a) To explore whether it is possible to store the CCTV footage on Cloud. It will be ea
video footage and no damage to footage if the instrument is damaged or carried away.

b) To provide body camera to driver and other cash van employees who are
transportation of cash through cash van.

¢) Exercise more caution in cash van movement during election time of approximate
i.e., from the implementation of code of conduct to declaration of results.
